MISSION STATEMENT:
To provide education, training and professional support to further an investment industry and investment practices which optimise financial returns and create positive environmental, social, governance and ethical outcomes.

STATEMENT OF VALUES:
1. We believe that the growth of a robust and principled responsible investment industry leads to a more sustainable economy with flow on benefits to all of society.

2. We believe that responsible investment approaches can reduce risk, improve investment strategy and provide competitive returns for investors.

3. We believe that sustainable, long-term financial performance is consistent with and relies upon the improvement of the environmental, social, governance and ethical performance of businesses.

4. Our members are our primary stakeholders but we also recognise our wider responsibilities to civil society, the environment and future generations. We draw our strength from the expertise and contacts of our members, looking to their knowledge and skills rather than their individual or collective commercial interests.

5. We believe that responsible investment involves the systematic taking into account of environmental, social, governance or ethical issues within an investment process in a substantive, material and transparent way.
6. We encourage diversity of participation, products and services in the responsible investment industry and acknowledge that there are varying methodologies, strategies, motivations and desired outcomes among those who contribute to the sector.
7. We support the development of professional standards, diligence and ethical practices within the responsible investment industry.

OBJECTIVES:
1. To advance the knowledge, understanding and adoption of responsible investment practices and awareness of the degree to which environmental, social, governance and ethical issues affect investment outcomes.

2. To provide transparency and disclosure to investors about responsible investment offerings by providing a certification program for organisations, products and services operating in the area.
3. To cultivate high principles and standards of practice in the provision of responsible investment products and services in order to protect investors against misleading or exaggerated claims, false advertising or false promotion and to encourage a wider use of responsible investment.

4. To undertake, sponsor and to contribute funds for research into and to make recommendations and submissions on behalf of its members in reference to any reforms that relate to the practice of responsible investment.
5. To undertake, sponsor and contribute funds for research into environmental, social, ethical and governance issues and their affect upon investment outcomes.

6. To engage professionals both inside and outside the investment industry and encourage the adoption of investment processes, research practices and management systems that support responsible investment.
7. To consider, establish and conduct courses of study and training and to distribute information that will ensure that persons desirous of providing responsible investment products or services are qualified and fit to do so. 

8. To grant certificate, CPD designations or similar forms of recognition of knowledge in the field of responsible investment, either alone or in conjunction with other bodies or institutions.

9. To establish the status and classes of members of the Association and those who undertake courses of study and training through the Association.

10. To institute and conduct conferences, lectures, seminars, symposia and discussions on responsible investment and to invite and admit thereto on such conditions as shall be thought fit persons who are not members of the Association.

11. To institute, provide and contribute to scholarships, grants, awards, prizes and other benefactions in connection with the study of responsible investment and related areas of investment, environmental, social and governance expertise.

12. To create, publish, issue or circulate such journals, articles, research papers or other literary or technical works on responsible investment or issues relating to responsible investment that further these Objects. 

13. To create and maintain a multi-media library of journals, publications, research papers, books, tools and guidance notes on issues relating to responsible investment.

14. To seek and maintain positive affiliations with like-minded organisations.

15. To encourage the study of responsible investment within finance and management degrees or related study areas in academic or vocational institutions.
